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The KY USAW FolkStyle Belt Series… Highlights

The annual Kentucky USAW FolkStyle Belt Series is open to contestants of all ages and from all states. The division belt winners will be determined by the outcome of the Three (3) tournaments that makeup the KY USA Wrestling Belt Series.

There will be 8 divisions (Bantam, Midget, Novice, Schoolboy, Cadet, Junior, University, & Open).  Wrestlers compete to win the division belt by accumulating the greatest number of possible points (45 pts) from the 3 tournaments in the Belt Series.  Wrestlers must compete in all of the 3 tournaments to qualify for the Championship Belt.

Wrestlers score points by placing in the top 4 at each of the individual tournaments.  The scoring system will be as follows:

1st  place = 15 pts

2nd place = 12 pts

3rd  place =   9 pts

4th  place =   7 pts

(A contestant that has no opponents in their particular weight class will only accumulate 6 points) Participants will have the opportunity to wrestle up or down to get a match if there are no other opponents in your weight class if available.

Medals will be awarded to the top three finishers (1st, 2nd, 3rd) at each individual tournament.  A high quality, “Championship Belt” will be presented to the “Top” finisher in each division at the conclusion of the “Gable Belt Series”. 
This is a USA Wrestling sanctioned tournament; both coaches and contestants must provide a current USA card at registration/weigh-in.  Cards will be available on site for $30 competitors, Coaches can also be purchased online at http://kymat.com  

Weigh-ins will take place from 5PM-8PM on the Friday before each Tournament at remote sites designated by the tournament director.  Weigh-ins will also take place on Saturday morning at the tournament site from 7:30-9:30AM.  Wrestlers only need to weigh-in once.   There will be a skin check at weigh-in.  Head gear will be mandatory for Bantam thru Schoolboy Divisions.  Wrestling will begin at approximately 10AM.  Concessions and T-shirt booth will be on sale at each tournament.  The registration fee for each tournament in the series will be $20.  Admission to the series will be $5 per Adult. Coaches with USA Wrestling Coaches Card are Free. $2 per student, & children under 6… FREE. Admission is good for the entire day of the event.
RULES:

1. A wrestler may enter only one weight and only one division. (NO DOUBLE ENTRIES)

2. Registration is $20, no refunds will be given due to weather or low turnout

3. There will be a 15 minute rest period between matches unless waived by both wrestlers.

4. Judgment protests will not be allowed.  Disputes due to mistakes must be presented to and will be settled by the Tournament Director.

5. All Athletes & Coaches must have a current USA Wrestling card.   USA Cards will be sold at each tournament for Competitors $30.
6. Flagrant misconduct can occur before, during, or after a match.  It may include, but is not limited to, intentional biting, striking, butting, elbowing, kicking, or berating an opponent. A referee or tournament official may punish flagrant misconduct by match disqualification, tournament disqualification, or series disqualification.  Swearing at any official or referee by either a contestant or coach will not be tolerated and will be treated as flagrant misconduct.  Flagrant misconduct will be penalized without warning.

7. Admission for each tournament: $5 per adult, Coach with USA Wrestling Coaches Card is Free. $2 per student, children under 6… free

8. Copies of birth certificates & report cards must be available upon request.

9. Falsification of documents or credentials will result in suspension from the Belt Series. 

10. Head gear will be mandatory for Midget thru Schoolboy Divisions. 
11. Uniform:  Singlet, T-shirt & Shorts, wrestling shoes… no sweats or long sleeves.
12. Points are accumulated as follows: (1st = 15pts), (2nd = 12pts), (3rd = 9pts), (4th = 7pts)

13. Tech fall will be 10 points.

14. Only 2 coaches per mat… includes any person video taping. 

15. A contestant that has no opponents in their particular weight class will only accumulate 6 points. You must wrestle a match in your registered weight to receive Maximum points.
16. Points will be accumulated at ALL weight classes within a Division during the 3 tournament series.
ELIGIBILITY: 

· All athletes who meet age requirements, and who are current USAW wrestling members are eligible. A current USAW membership card must be presented & witnessed at registration and the card number must be recorded on the registration form.  USAW Membership cards can be acquired from the State membership director, club coaches, or they can be purchased at the door. Secondary sports accident insurance is provided as a benefit of membership.  

FEE: 

· Entry Fee is $20 per tournament. A wrestler may enter only one weight and only one division. Official Entry Form must be used for each entrant. Entry forms are available on the tournament website (http://kymat.com), or at Registration table.

RULES: 

· National Federation High School Rules; exception, the 45 minute rest period between matches will not be in effect.

FEATURES:
· Each tournament will be part of the KY USAW Folkstyle Belt Series.  This is a “point” tournament series in which a Champion will be named for each division at the conclusion of the Series.   

TIME PERIODS (preliminaries & finals):  

· Bantam, Midget: (1-1-1) 

· Novice, Schoolboy, Cadet, Junior, University, Open: (2-2-2)

· Consolations: (1-1-1)

· Overtime - One minute… then 30 second tie breaker… if required.

MEDICAL INFORMATION:

· All wrestlers must submit to a skin disease screening at the hosts weigh-in.  If the skin check is not passed, a wrestler may not participate in the Tournament. 

FORMAT:

· Double Elimination. If there is less then 5 entries in a particular weight class, a “Round Robin” format will be used.

PROTESTS:
· All protests must be presented to the tournament director. All age protests must be made prior to the final match of day for that particular age group… both wrestlers (challenger & challenged) must provide proof of age. High School entrants must also have a copy of their current report cards.  Copies of birth certificates & report cards must be available if requested by the tournament director or officials.  Failure to provide the requested documents will result in disqualification. Please do not send birth certificates or report cards with entries!


AWARDS:

· A tournament medal will be awarded to the top 3 placers at each individual tournament. 

· At the conclusion of the Belt Series, a Championship Belt will be awarded to the 1st place finisher in each of the 8 divisions.

· A Championship Plaque will be awarded for 2nd & 3rd place finishes in each division.  

TEAM COMPETITION:

· All Star Teams cannot compete in Team competition. Rosters for the Team Competition must be submitted at weigh-ins. See Tournament Director for form.
